The Way We Were
August 17, 2004

Business
Meeting

President Linda Cober began the
business meeting by asking board
members for their reports. Tim
Sullivan reported completion of the
annual audit of the club’s books.
Gary Brandt mentioned a discus-
sion the KeyMac board had at its
August meeting regarding lower
attendance at summer meetings.
Members were asked for their
opinions on several possibilities,
including not scheduling summer
meetings or having informal meet-
ings with extended Q & A and web
sites of interest. The board holds

a planning meeting each January
to lay out a schedule of meeting
topics for the year. More member
input will be gathered before final
plans for meetings next summer are
made.

Q&A &
Comments

The first question came from Linda
Cober who was having trouble with
Internet Explorer, which quit after
launching each time. She was directed
to look for Explorer’s preferences in
Users/Library / Preferences and to
remove any found there. Tom Bank,
Jr. helped Linda look for any other
items that could possibly be caus-
ing her problem while the rest of Q
& A continued. Linda later reported
success after Tom had deleted all
Microsoft caches he had found. Tom
mentioned Mozilla Firefox as an
alternative browser and noted that
Netscape X is now available for
OS X.

Another question concerning
burning scanned photos onto CD
or DVD media led to an expanded
discussion. A KeyMac member had
scanned a bunch of photos at 600
DPI and he had come up on a limit
when trying to make an archive.
Toast can make a VCD from a group
of photos. The files created by scan-
ning at 600 DPI were quite large.

If you plan to archive photos for
viewing on a TV or a Mac monitor,
you can scan at 72 DPI (or a maxi-
mum of 96) but for printing, scan

at 300 DPI. If you want to enlarge a
photo, enlarge it as you scan at 300
DPI. Linda Smith and Jim Carey
explained the differences between
screen resolution and print resolu-
tion. Linda demonstrated how to
use the Image Size menu in Adobe
Photoshop to change image resolu-
tion and its effect on file size. Jim
talked of using iPhoto and iDVD for
a recent photo album project. There
is a limit of 99 photos per album in
iPhoto. He told us to use RGB mode
because the screen uses RGB infor-
mation for display and inkjet print-
ers use RGB for printing.

Abigail Schearer asked how to stop
the “spinning beach ball” cursor.
Use the Apple-Option-Escape key
combination to bring up the Force
Quit applications window or use
the command in the Apple menu.
We watched the June 2004 user
group edition of Breen’s Bungalow
which showcased some hidden
capabilities of Macs running OS

X. Chris showed how iMovie can
be used to record digital audio.
The Calculator has a convert menu
which might be useful and is easily
overlooked. The Preview program
can convert image formats and it
can be used to crop images. The

Panther operating system can create
archives as Zip files. Your browser
can be used to display and play var-
ious media files if you don’t want
to open another program.

Program
Notes

Our new Vice President, Tom
Owad, was the presenter at the
August meeting. He gave us an in-
troduction to UNIX, the framework
for Mac OS X. Tom demonstrated
usage of the Terminal application
and how to change directories and
list files. You can use Terminal to
see what hidden files are residing
in a folder. Tom demonstrated some
of the other commands. You can
use the “man” command to list all
available commands. The “wget”
command can be used to download
from the net. It allows for the re-
sumption of interrupted downloads
and it can use different protocols.
Most commands are in the bin and
usr/bin folders. Tom showed us
how FinkCommander can be used
to locate and download all sorts of
UNIX programs from the internet.

We had a few extra minutes left
after Tom’s presentation that we
used to discuss additional issues.
Jim Carey mentioned a sparsely
advertised exposure cycle rating for
digital cameras and mentioned that
some professional photographers
are now running up against the lim-
it on their cameras. Advertising for
most amateur digital cameras does
not list this duty cycle rating. We
watched another edition of Breen’s
Bungalow before we left. This one
focused on Cool Apps. Chris men-
tioned Unison for newsgroup reading
and NetNewsWire Lite for reading
RSS feeds. The Creo Token Creator
can be used for splitting and send-
ing large files online. He listed
iViewMedia as an alternative to
iPhoto for cataloging photos. It can
also be used to catalog other media
files and its “show duplicates” com-
mand can be useful. VLC is a media
player that can play some movie and
music files that are not compatible
with QuickTime. T¥

Sharp’s 3D LCD Technology uses a
secondary LCD as a parallax barrier.
This LCD is switchable, and when off,
the display acts the same as a normal
2D LCD monitor. The 3D mode does
required software programs designed
to display graphics in 3D.

When the barrier display is switched
on, the light passing through the pri-
mary TFT LCD is directed, such that
odd pixel columns are focused to-
wards the left eye and the even pixel
columns are focused towards the
right eye. When the software displays
a 3D image, the 2 different perspec-
tive views are shown to each eye and
the brain fuses these into a realistic
3D view.

KODAK is offering the Stereo 3D
Display

At the heart of the system is a Kodak-
patented monocentric ball lens that
provides a generous 45 degree hori-
zontal field of view, giving users the
experience of viewing a 60-inch im-
age from just three feet away. It’s like
having an IMAX movie theater right
on your desktop.

Another advantage of the technology
is that it doesn’t require the addi-
tional cost of expensive, customized
video cards or high-end desktop
computers. It is compatible with the
PC, Macintosh or SGI system you are
currently working on.

Using an off-the-shelf video card-such
as AGP G-Force4, NVIDIA or any Mi-
crososft DirectX-, Direct 3D or Open
GL-compatible cards-the KODAK
display accepts two separate video
signals of 1280 x 1024 (SXGA) resolu-
tion to create the separate left and
right eye signals on multiple 17-inch
flat panel LCD monitors for true ste-
reo display. Providing each eye with a
different image makes Kodak’s stereo
display unique in the marketplace.
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My neighbor was talking about

her PC recently. It seems that with
the pop-ups and viruses and trojan
horses and worms and spam her PC
is pretty much useless. I did take

the opportunity to promote the Mac
environment as being hassle free. Un-
fortunately, she had a new PC being
delivered within the next few days.

I mention this because an Internet
Storm Center tested an “unprotected”
Windows PC’s vulnerability. The re-
sults: Hook an unprotected virgin PC
to the Internet and it’s infected by a
worm in just 20 minutes.

That's down from 40 minutes last
year. And 20 minutes isn't long
enough to download most system
patches or virus definitions on a
dial-up.

Internet Storm Center is the Internet’s
early warning system. It is operated
by SANS, <http:/ /isc.sans.org/>a
source for information security train-
ing and certification.

I Didn’t Know They Could Do
That: two travel services, Priceline.
com and Ramada.com, are in the
process of making their web sites
available to the blind and visually
impaired. (Okay so they’re doing it
under duress. New York Attorney
General Eliot Spitzer says they’d
better or else.)

Users with “screen reader software”
and other technology will be able

to navigate and listen to the text
throughout their Web sites. Although
the software and other devices, in-
cluding a vibrating mouse that lets
the blind “feel” boxes and images on
the computer screen, have been avail-
able for years, Web sites must have
specific coding that allows the
equipment to operate.

Love My iPod, not so sure about
those earbuds, which don’t exactly
fit. Griffins is offering EarJams which
snap onto your existing iPod Earbuds
and:

— Deliver massive bass and improved
sound

— Enhance the comfort and fit of your
iPod earbuds

— Raises your earbud volume by up to
10 decibels

— Includes multiple size ear pads and
carrying case

EarJams sell for $14.99 vs Apple’s In-
Ear Headphones for $39.

The Next Big Thing: LaCie has
announced two new double layer
DVD burners, that offer the ability to
burn DVDs with 8.5GB capacities.

The Slim DVD+/-RW Double Layer
drive costs $199 and is available with
either a USB 2.0 or a FireWire interface,
with the latter able to draw power
from the computer port, and sports a
slim design for portability.

The d20 DVD+/-RW Double Layer
drive features the ability to burn a
dual layer disc in 25 minutes — less
than half of the previous speed —
and a standard DVD in six minutes.
An internal model is $129 while the
FireWire version is $229 and a dual
FireWire /USB drive is $199.

That storage capacity of 8.5GB sounds
pretty good. Until one looks at the
competing BluRay format that is
becoming available.

Blu-ray is an optical disc format
jointly developed by thirteen lead-
ing consumer electronics and pc
companies (Dell, Hitachi, HP, LG,
Mitsubishi, Panasonic, Pioneer, Phil-
ips, Samsung, Sharp, Sony, TDK and
Thomson). The format was developed
to enable recording, rewriting and
playback of high-definition television.
Blu-ray makes it possible to record
over 2 hours of HDTV, or more than
13 hours of SDTV on a 25GB disc.
There are also plans for higher capac-
ity discs that are expected to hold up
to 50GB of data.

While current optical disc technolo-
gies such as DVD, DVD-R, DVD+R,
DVD-RW, DVD+RW and DVD-RAM
use a red laser to read and write data,
the new format uses a blue laser in-
stead, hence the name Blu-ray. The
benefit of using a blue laser is that it
has a shorter wavelength (405 nano-
meter) than a red laser (650 nanome-
ter), which means that it’s possible to

A Battery Replacement

M users often claim Macs
a. Chave longer life spans
than PCs, and my old Macintosh is no
exception. My eight-year-old Rack-
Mac TZ (a Power Mac 4400 clone)

is no exception. For the last five
years, this Mac has served me, first
as a workstation (I took it to College,
installing a Token Ring Card for the
archaic school network), then a web
server (running Yellow Dog Linux
and Apache), and finally as a docu-
ment-scanning station, for converting
my stacks of old manuals and
documentation to pdf.

It was while requisitioning the Rack-
Mac for this last task that I found it
dead. A flick of the power switch
yielded absolutely nothing - the Mac
was completely dead. Disappointed,
I removed the battery for inspection:

——— .

The Multimeter readout was 1.52v

— definitely low for this 4.5v battery,
and surely low enough to prevent the
computer from booting up. Nonethe-
less, this system had been shipped
about quite a bit and I still wondered
about the potential for other problems.
I was loathe to order an expensive
replacement battery that would take
days to get here. I wanted this system
working now.

I decided to build my own replacement.
4.5v is three AA batteries, so I dug a
battery holder out of the trash (it was
part of a cheap light) and broke the
frame down to size.

The only appropriate cable I had was
the one on the battery, so that got
snipped off and soldered to the hold-
er’s terminals. Red goes to positive,
black to negative. This case holds
four batteries while I only wanted
three, so I bridged the last battery slot
with a wire.

e o
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I took the velcro off the old battery
and glued it to the back of my new
holder. Next I installed batteries and
checked the voltage. It was 4.73v, so
I hooked the unit up to the RackMac.
Upon pressing the power key it im-
mediately powered up and has been
working perfectly ever since.

I was able to take advantage of a
significant amount of empty space in
the RackMac’s case when building
this battery holder. Most Macs will
not have so much free room. One
possibility a friend suggested is to cut
open a 9v battery. Inside you’ll find 6
individual cylinders. Solder together
three of them to get 4.5v and you
have a small, convenient Mac battery.

Soldering isn’t as tricky as one might
think and a $6 soldering iron from
Sears will suffice. An simple guide to
soldering is available here:

This allows data to be
packed more tightly on the disc and
makes it possible to fit more data on
the same size disc. Despite the differ-
ent type of lasers used, Blu-ray Disc
recorders can be made backwards
compatible with current red-laser
technologies and allow playback of
CDs and DVDs.

Panasonic has released, in Japan, the
DMR-E700BD, which it claims as the
first DVD recorder to support dual
layer single side Blu-ray disks with a
capacity of 50GB.

Corporate support which depends a
lot on cost/ profit ratios will eventually
decide the next big thing in optical

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Apple H.264 Advanced Video Codec

Apple has announced that the DVD
Forum has ratified the H.264 Ad-
vanced Video Codec (AVC) to be
included in the next generation High
Definition (HD) DVD format. The
H.264/ AVC codec was jointly devel-
oped by the Moving Picture Experts
Group (MPEG) and the International
Telecommunication Union (ITU) and
has been ratified into the MPEG-4
specification as the next-generation
video codec. H.264/ AVC is based

on open standards and will ship in
Apple’s QuickTime software in an
upcoming release next year.

“Apple is firmly behind H.264
because it delivers superb quality
digital video and is based on open
standards that no single company
controls,” said Philip Schiller, Apple’s
senior vice president of Worldwide
Product Marketing. “QuickTime 6 has
already topped 250 million downloads,

making it one of the most successful
media standards ever, and we will
be adding support for H.264 to
QuickTime next year.”

H.264/ AVC is an extremely scalable
video codec, delivering excellent
quality across the entire bandwidth
spectrum-from high definition televi-
sion to video conferencing and 3G
mobile multimedia. As shown in a
preview at the National Association
of Broadcasters convention in April,
video encoded at full high defini-
tion resolution (1920x1080 24p) was
played back between 6.8 and 8 Mbps
on a dual-processor Power Mac G5
delivering full HD quality at up to
half the data rate of MPEG-2.

As the platform of choice for content
creators worldwide, QuickTime
delivers the full media experience for
thousands of unique software titles,

enhanced music CDs and hundreds of
digital camera models. More than 250
million copies of QuickTime 6 have
been downloaded in less than two
years since its release. According to
Frost & Sullivan’s 2004 Global Media
Streaming Platform Report, between
2002 and 2003 Microsoft’s and Real
Networks” worldwide market share
percentages were either stable or
declining while QuickTime’s market
share increased to 36.8 percent, a close
second to Microsoft. Real Networks
came in third place with less than 25
percent of the worldwide streaming
market share. QuickTime 6.5, which
also includes enhanced support for
3rd Generation Partnership Project
(3GPP) and 3GPP2 mobile networks,
is available as a free download for
Mac and Windows users at www.

Moreover, the application can display
additional technical information
about your computer.

drivers. Beginning in summer 2002,
Apple has begun to massively drive
forward the use of monitoring probes
in the PowerMac series, the Xserve
series, and in portable computers.
Some models are equipped with 38
and more sensors. But Temperature
and Hardware Monitor can detect
sensors on many older systems as
well if they are available.

We try to detect all sensors on as
many Macintosh computer types

as possible. However, a prediction
which sensors are available in which
models is not possible, because Apple
very often releases “silent product
updates”, where the hardware equip-
ments of some models are changed
but the names are not (specifications
are”subject to change without no-
tice”). The particular graphics card
and hard disk configuration used is
also important because these parts
can include independent sensors, too.

A Note About
Apple’s Updates

Apple currently uses three versions of
updates:

e The Standard version update contains
the complete versions of all files/
packages to be updated. It is used
only for updating the immediately
previous version of Mac OS X. For
example, this month the Mac OS X
(Standard) Update 10.3.5 should be
just used to update Mac OS X 10.3.4

* The Combo version update contains
the complete versions of all files/
packages to be updated, as well as all
updated files/ packages from all pre-
ceding updates to your version. For
example, this month the Mac OS X

Combined Update 10.3.5 will update
any version of OS X 10.3.

* The Patch update (a new type of
update) does not contain the com-
plete versions of all files/ packages to
be updated; it only contains those
resources that need to be changed. It
is only available for updating the im-
mediately previous version of OS X,
and even then only if the files/pack-
ages to be updated have not been
modified or removed.

Be aware that,

1) if you are downloading a single
update to apply to several Macs and
2) if the systems are not identical, and
3) if the Patch update is being applied
one or more of the computers may
not update properly.

To avoid strange problems and things
that go bump in the night, either

1) run Software Update on all com-
puters to view available updates; if
the version of the Mac OS X Update
(shown in the information panel at
the bottom of the Software Update
window) and the size of the update
(shown in the Size column) are identi-
cal, you should be able to download
the update on one computer and use
it to update all,

2) or be sure to apply the Combo
update.

If you have used some utility to
extract specific files from an update,
please don’t tell me. I don’t want to
hear about it...
